Factors contributing to the decline in salesincluded ŋ a cautious stance 

toward capital investment by automobile manufacturers, the Companyós main customer segment,ᵒ sluggish sales of large-scale equipment projects, such as 

replacement of carassemblyand engine production lines, and ɔ stagnant sales activities due to the impact of  Covid-19 virus.

The decrease in operating income vis-a-vis previous fiscal year was attributable to an increase in Administration expenses which offset gains ingross 

profit margins.

Assuming that the spread and impact of Covid-19 continue to subside, we expect domestic capital investment in the automobile industry to recover 

moderately and the order environment to improve. In addition, capital investment in thesemiconductor/electronics device  as well as air-conditioning  

manufacturing sectors remainrobust, thus further improving the business outlook forthenewfiscalyear.
